FRESH FROM HOSTING the 2011 World Tour-

And from Nov. 24-27,
auto-lovers might consider attending Expocar Maza-
tlan, when international competitors show their skills
during a fast-paced race at the Autodromo Mazatlan,
while race-car exhibits, auto tech showcases and con-
certs provide additional fun for visitors who are not
behind the wheel.

On Dec. 3, racing of a different kind takes place during
the 13th annual Pacifico Marathon, which brings run-
ners and their fans to the city for two memorable days of
competition that includes a 5K, 10K and full marathon.
